l. General Regulations
These scholarships will be awarded for use at an academically accredited four-
year college or university.

1. Conditions of Eligibility
Candidates must meet the following criteria:
A. Be a graduating senior at Lake Stevens High School/Homelink
B. Be a person of satisfactory academic standing
C. Have a history of active involvement in school and community activities.
D. Be pursuing a college degree at a four-year college or university.

I1l.  Method of Selection

The Lake Stevens Education Foundation Scholarship Committee will review the
applications of each candidate. In determining the candidate’s fitness, major
consideration will be given to the candidate’s high school academic record, the
quality of involvement in school and community activities, and the degree of
commitment to education as indicated in the candidate’s statement and
recommendations. The committee will, from among the qualifying candidates,
select the finalist/s. Individual interviews may be scheduled for the finalists with
the LSEF Scholarship Committee.

I\V.  Amount of Award
Scholarships of $500 to $3000 will be awarded. The committee has the right to
release no funds unless all the criteria from above have been met.

V. If you are chosen as a recipient of a LSEF scholarship you must submit a thank
you letter to the foundation. This is required or awarded funds will not be
released to the attending university/college.
